The Australian Institute of Health Innovation (AIHI) was established in December 2007 as a research institute of the UNSW Faculty of Medicine. The Institute brings together four well established and successful UNSW research Centres that work in the separate but related areas of clinical governance, health informatics, health systems and patient safety. These are respectively the Centre for Clinical Governance Research directed by Professor Jeffrey Braithwaite, the Centre for Health Informatics directed by Professor Enrico Coiera, the Simpson Centre directed by Professor Ken Hillman and the Centre for Health Systems and Safety Research directed by Professor Johanna Westbrook.

We are seeking two candidates with a strong academic record to undertake a PhD in the evaluation of complex Patient Safety Interventions. The focus of the PhD will heavily focus on using existing large population-based databases to monitor the patient safety trends and assess the effectiveness of the statewide evidence-based policy interventions. The PhD will be part of an exciting team with world-leading reputation in the field. This research will be undertaken as part of a recently funded NHMRC Program in Patient Safety ($8.4 million over five years) and a NHMRC project grant ($581,827 over three years). 

The scholarship provides an annual tax-exempt stipend of $26,669 commencing in S2 2011 or 2012 for three years full time with the possibility of a six months extension and will be awarded on a competitive basis. To apply for this scholarship you must be an Australian citizen, Australian permanent resident or New Zealand citizen. Applications close on 15 June, 2012.

1. Quality of academic record (HI or HIIA honours degree or equivalent in health, computer science; engineering, medicine, or other relevant discipline); 
2. An interest in health system evaluation and quantitative methods;
3. An interest in statistical modelling;
4. Potential for completing a PhD; 
5. Good organisational skills and demonstrated capacity to meet milestones.  
6. Good communication and interpersonal skills.
7. Commitment to team working.
